Attached please find the invitation to the National Meeting to be held on March 11th and 12th, 2006 in Illinois. The mighty Algonquin have set up what looks to a wonderful time for us. 
 

The meeting will start promptly at 9:00am Saturday morning and will continue until 6:00pm Saturday night. There will be sandwich trays provided for lunch and misc. pop, water, coffee, etc... throughout the day. The evening is on your own, stay and share stories, or enjoy a night on the town. We will reconvene Sunday morning at 9:00am to finish any remaining business. The Sunday meeting will end at 12:00pm. 
 

After the meeting, the Algonquin have invited all of us to attend their "Unknown Heroes" event. This event lasts until 6:00pm Sunday night, but feel free to leave as your schedule mandates. National Longhouse will be covering the travel expenses for all approved, voting delegates from the National Board, Regional Advisory Lodges (maximum of 5 voting members), and our distinguished guests. Please take time to fill out and return the requested registration form and travel expense form. Only approved, voting delegates and distinguished guests of National Longhouse will be reimbursed. Mileage is reimbursed on a per car at the meeting basis.
 

National Longhouse will also be covering the cost of the rooms for the same approved, voting delegates and distinguished guests. This is based on a double occupancy.
